
BALOO & IOLS 
Basic Adult Leader Outdoor Orientation (BALOO) Training is an introduction to the Cub Scout outdoor program. A MINIMUM OF ONE adult 
is required to have BALOO training on a pack overnighter. You must take the online pre-requisite training prior to arriving and 
bring your Completion Certificate with you. 

Introduction to Outdoor Leader Skills (IOLS) Training is a hands-on course providing adult leaders the practical outdoor skills they need to 
lead Scouts BSA in the out-of-doors. Leaders should feel comfortable teaching Scouts the basic skills required to obtain the First-Class rank. 
This course (along with Scoutmaster Specifics) is required of all direct contact leaders in a Scouts BSA troop to be considered 
“trained”. 

These courses are taught separately; therefore, you cannot receive training certificates for both courses. Becoming a trained leader means 
you must actively take the reins to ensure a quality program – every Scout deserves a trained leader. 

Come on out, whether you are an experienced leader or new leader. Enjoy camping, cooking, fellowship, and great training. If 
you are a new leader, this training is essential to help you make the most of your time and effort while having a lot of fun. So, 
grab your tent and plan to join us!
